vii. Abraham understood what sacrifice meant.

1. He either believed God would intervene or God would raise Isaac from the dead.
a. ROM 4:18-21; HEB 11:17-19

viii. As they reach the pinnacle Isaac sees the fire and the wood and asks “where is the lamb?”

1. That is the question still asked by the world today? Where is that lamb? Where do we look for salvation?

2. They are asking the question, but they are looking for the wrong lamb.

a. The lamb of education, good works, baptism, career, etc.

ix. Abraham, knowing what is coming, said, “God will provide a lamb!”

x. That one statement is a summary of the Bible.

1. “God will provide for Himself a lamb – that is, the lamb will come from God.”

2. “God will provide for Himself for a lamb – that is, the lamb offered will be God.”

3. Either way is correct, because that is the __________________________.

xi. Abraham built the altar and bound his son to it.

1. This speaks highly of Isaac, because he is not the small boy you see in the pictures.

2. He was at least a young man!

3. But the Bible mentions no struggle.

4. He ______________________ allows his father to tie him to the altar.

xii. As Abraham stretches out his hand with the knife, the Angel of the Lord intervenes.

1. He blesses Abraham’s faith and provides a ram already caught in the thicket.

xiii. A thankful Abraham names the place Jehovah-jireh – (The Lord will provide)
xiv. Then the Angel of the Lord again announces the details of the Abrahamic Covenant.

xv. Upon returning home, Abraham receives a message bringing him up-to-date about his brother Nahor that he apparently hadn’t seen since leaving Ur.

1. Why is this important?

2. The fifth son, Bethuel, would become important to the biblical record, for he had a daughter named Rebekah and a son named Laban.

3. Rebekah would later marry Isaac and Laban’s daughters, Rachel and Leah, would be Jacob’s wives.

xvi. Abraham the father and God the Father:

1. Both had a beloved son – MT 3:17; 17:5.

2. Both were born miraculously – LK 1:35.

3. Both had willing sons – willing to be offered up – JN 10:18.

4. Both offered up their sons – JN 3:16 – both on the same ______________.

5. Both received their sons back with joy – PS 24.

6. Both made careful preparations for their sons’ weddings. – GEN 24; MT 22:1-2.

1. Abraham saw the place – Vs. 4.

a. LUKE 23:33.

2. Abraham came to a place where no one else could go – Vs. 5

a. MK 14:33-35

3. How did Isaac’s words ___________ Abraham’s heart – Vs. 7

a. LUKE 22:42-44

4. The two of them went together – Vs. 6

a. Moriah nor Calvary were forced upon the sons.
5. The wood was laid on Isaac’s back – Vs. 6
